The Idaho Food Quality Assurance Laboratory is a pesticide 

residue laboratory.  We opened in October of 1997 under the 

direction of the Idaho Food Quality Assurance Institute to 

support Idaho and national agriculture. IFQAL operation is the 

establishment of partnerships across the food system including 

industry, government, and education. 

Student Internship Program 
IFQAL offers a student intern program in cooperation from the 

College of Southern Idaho.  The Student Internship Program is 

an intensive hands-on program where students are trained in 

sound scientific principles, laboratory extraction techniques, 

and chromatography.  Students are trained in a state-of-the-art 

laboratory facility to do work that involves some of the highest 

regulatory standards in the country.  Once they have completed 

the IFQAL intern program, they receive a Laboratory Post-

Secondary Technical Certificate through CSI.

(GLP).

Sample Preparation 

 
 We ask that samples be submitted to us in quality packaging, 

such as a lab-provided sample bag or in some type of leak proof 

container.  The sample should be packed on ice or with blue ice, to 

prevent the breakdown of any pesticides that might be present.  Due 

to the importance of sample integrity, we also request that samples 

be sent to us in a timely manner.  Minimum information required for 

sample submission is:  Submitter name, address, and phone number, 

sample ID, and test requested.  Normal sample receiving hours are 

from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm Monday through Friday.
